Historic House Tours  
The Rosenbach's experienced and knowledgable 
docents can provide guided tours of the historic 
Rosenbach house during your event, if desired. As your 
guests walk through the beautifully restored 1865 
townhouse and discover the wealth and breadth of the 
Rosenbach collections, they will experience an age 
where great collectors lived among their treasures, and 
leave with an exquisitely memorable impression of your 
event. Highlights from the Rosenbach’s collections 
include: the literary works of Shakespeare, Joyce, Bram 
Stoker, and Lewis Carol; the art of Maurice Sendak; the 
first book published by an African American; George 
Washington’s personal letters; rare early American 
manuscripts; and 18th- and 19th-century decorative arts.

The Rosenbach Museum Shop is the only authorized source for a wide variety of books and 
prints signed by Maurice Sendak, as well as an assortment of unsigned Sendak books, prints, 
and toys.

The Maurice Sendak Gallery available through March 2008 
The Rosenbach’s Sendak Gallery is dedicated to showcasing the works and personal collections 
of author, illustrator, and collector Maurice Sendak. One of the best-known creators of 
contemporary children’s books, Sendak has authored and illustrated over 100 books with themes 
and drawings that continue to entrance both children and adults to this day. In addition to his 
wealth of literature, he has created award-winning operas, ballets, and animations. During non-
museum hours, the Sendak Gallery may be requested to be open for your guests.

Coming in May of 2008, a major retrospective of the work of 
artist/author Maurice Sendak.

Drawing on the largest 
repository of his work in the world, this exhibition will show how 
Sendak masterfully mixes difficult childhood emotions and haunting 
personal memories with witty word play, colorful animated images, 
and endearing characters.
